In 2015, award-winning New York Times journalist John Leland set out to meet
some of the city’s oldest inhabitants for a series on America’s fastest growing
age group: those over 85. Leland was at a crossroads in his own life. His
marriage had fallen apart, and at 55, he was alone for the first time.

They had lived long enough to
master the art of living, and they shared their wisdom generously. Leland did not
anticipate all that he would learn, nor did he anticipate the popularity of the
Times series: its following grew to nearly half a million online views for the
finale, plus print readers.

Leland’s audiobook, based on the series, is a rare, intimate glimpse into the end
of life, and the insight that can enhance the years preceding. What he finds is
deeply heartening: even as our faculties decline, we still wield extraordinary
influence over the quality of our lives. Happiness is a choice we make.

John Leland is a reporter at The New York Times, where he wrote a yearlong series that became the
basis for Happiness Is a Choice You Make, and the author of two previous books, Hip.: The History
(HarperCollins, 2004) and Why Kerouac Matters: The Lessons of On The Road (Viking, 2007).
Before joining the Times, he was a senior editor at Newsweek, editor in chief of Details, a reporter at
Newsday and a writer and editor at Spin magazine.

Weeks
after that, he was on a night mission with Lebanese Christian militiamen when
Hezbollah terrorists ambushed them and Changiz was shot.

In Operation Iraqi Freedom, he led a convoy that was ambushed on its way to
Fallujah. He worked with the FBI Special Anti-Terrorism Task Force in New
York City to gather evidence on Omar Abdel-Rahman (the Blind Sheik), who
helped plan the first World Trade Center bombing and was on the ground
clearing houses in Mogadishu, Somalia on October, 1993 when a US Black
Hawk helicopter was shot down fifty fe...

Retired Master Sergeant CHANGIZ LAHIDJI is a highly decorated member of the US Special
Forces with over 24 years of active service. He’s participated in many top-secret missions in Asia,
Africa, the Caribbean, and the Middle East. He later worked as a Ceasefire Monitor in Darfur, a
Tactical Advisor to the US Army in Afghanistan, and Guard Force Commander for the US Embassy
in Kabul.

Seth Moulton grew up in Massachusetts and graduated from Harvard, but he
didn’t follow his classmates to Wall Street; he joined the U.S. Marine Corps, a
choice that shocked his liberal friends and family.
